WSWT are happy to offer turning demonstrations or sales at external events/venues. The insurance cover we have in place will cover this, but there are a few points worth noting to be compliant-

1) For an open air demonstration the lathe needs cover from a gazebo or similar-
2) You need to be close to a power supply to avoid wires running across walk ways, unless they can be properly protected-
3) The use of a portable generator is acceptable providing it is contained behind barriers or rope with a 1 Metre gap all round-
4) The immediate area of 1 Metre in front of the lathe needs to be roped off, or suitable barriers erected-
5) The working area needs to be contained from public access-
6) A ‘Notice of Intent’ MUST be registered with our club secretary prior to the event taking place, a ‘Risk Assessment’ should be carried out before the event starts, retrospective notification nulls any insurance cover, both theses forms are to only be completed by the fully paid up member of WSWT who is running the stand/stall on behalf of WSWT-
7) All usual club procedures must be adhered to including the prominent positioning of the club logo-
8) This insurance cover is for WSWT club members selling and demonstrating, cover is invalid if anyone other than a club member uses the lathe-
9) A photo of the stand/stall should be taken immediately prior to the event starting as proof of compliance should a claim be made-

Notice of intent to attend an event as a 'Club' member

All members wishing to be covered by 'Club' insurance must notify the Secretary in writing of the events they are attending in advance.

You should complete a Risk Assessment Form in advance of the event, and lodge it with the Secretary. If you have already completed and lodged a Risk Assessment Form, within the previous year, it will cover the proposed activity provided the circumstances have not significantly changed.

In some circumstances it may be impractical to complete a Risk Assessment prior to attending an event. In these circumstances members must complete the declaration below and lodge this Notice with the Secretary, complete the Risk Assessment before the event opens to the Public, and lodge the completed Risk Assessment with the Secretary as soon as practical.
